Any documents received after that time will not be considered.  You will receive an acknowledgement of receipt of your application within one week.

Girls Giving Grants will review Grant Applications from October 31, 2011 through February 28, 2012.  We will contact you if additional information or a site visit is required.  Otherwise, your organization will be notified when we have made a decision regarding your application.  Please note that for your organization to be considered as a grant recipient, it must be willing to accommodate a site visit on Saturday, March 31 or Saturday, April 14, 2012.  We will contact you in February  to schedule a mutually convenient date and time.  A site visit will last no longer than two hours.
